Summer School Structure for 2020

Credit recovery summer school for high schools will be entirely virtual this summer. Students will need to register, be
oriented to the GradPoint program, and work to complete their coursework all online. Students will be contacted by
their summer school teacher with specific details and expectations for the session.

Students are admitted in the following priority order:

- Seniors needing to graduate (2020)

- Juniors needing to be promoted and graduate (2021)
- Sophomores needing a class to be promoted

- Freshmen needing a class to be promoted

Panther Creek will use the GradPoint curriculum placement and course content with recommended
supplemental materials.

Classes will be offered in the four core areas:

English

Math

Science
Social Studies

Hours of Instruction:

The morning session will begin at 8:00 AM and end at 11:30 AM- ELA and Social Studies
The afternoon session will begin at 12:00 PM and end at 3:30 PM— Math and Science

Grade Reports:

The grade earned in GradPoint Credit Recovery Summer School will be Pass/Fall and will NOT count toward
the GPA but will appear on the transcript. All previous grades remain on the transcript and are calculated in
the GPA."

-Notification of Summer School grades will be mailed to students at the end of the Summer School session.
This takes the place of an official report card. Parents need to monitor progress on a daily basis.
