English Guidelines:
e English I: Recommended for students who earned a
C, D, or F in 8th grade Language Ars.
e Honors English I: Recommended for students who
earned an A or B in 8th grade Language Arts.

Social Studies Guidelines:

o  World History: Recommended for students who
earned a D or F in 8th grade Social Studies and/or an
F in Math or Language Arts in 8th grade.

o Honors World History: Recommended for students
who passed 8th grade Social Studies with a C or
higher and are taking Honors English 1 in 9th grade.

o AP World History: Students must have an 8th grade
social studies course grade greater than or equal to
90 with a 7th grade Reading EOG score of 4 to 5 or
8th grade Reading EOG score of 4 to 5.

Science Guidelines:

o Earth/Environmental Science: Recommended for
students who earned a D or F in 8th grade Science
and/or an F in Math or Language Arts in 8t grade.

o Honors Earth/Environmental Science:
Recommended for students who passed 8th grade
Science with a C or higher.

o AP Environmental Science: Recommended for
students who passed 8t grade Science with an A or
B. Students must be taking Honors Math 2 or higher
in the 9th grade.

Math Guidelines:

¢ Introductory Math: Recommend for students who
earned a D or F in 8 Grade Math and/or a Level 1 on
the 7t grade Math EOG (or 8" grade Math EOG if
scores are available). Introductory Math provides
learners with an opportunity to review and study
foundational topics for higher-level mathematics.

¢ Foundations of Math 1 & NC Math 1B:
Recommended for students who earned a C, or D in
8th Grade Math and/or a Level 2 or 3 on the 7th
grade Math EOG (or 8t grade Math EOG if scores
are available). This math course pairing is geared
toward students who have some concept mastery of
8th grade Math but may need extra scaffolding or
assistance in mathematics. This course spreads the
Math 1 content over an entire year to allow students
more time to go in-depth to learn and master math
skills.

o NC Math 1: Recommended for students who earned
an A or B in 8th Grade Math and/or a Level 4 or 5 on
the 7th grade Math EOG (or 8" grade Math EOG if
scores are available). Students in this course also
need a strong work ethic.

e NC Math 2: Recommended for students who earned
aCorDinMath 1.

o Honors NC Math 2: Recommended for students who
earned an A or B in Math 1. This is a one semester
course for students who are able to keep up with a
faster pace of math content delivery and have the
work ethic required to maintain passing grades in an
honors level course.

e Honors NC Math 3: Students must have passed
Math 2 or higher in 8th grade.

Honors Healthful Living:

The Honors Healthful Living | course presents high-rigor
learning opportunities to meet the required high school
healthful living essential standards. Physical education
components go beyond the standard Healthful Living | offering
using student-led project coursework which demands higher-
level knowledge of Physical Education principles. Health
components go beyond the standard Health Education offering
by blending neuroscientific principles with behavioral health
concepts.

Fine Arts Guidelines:

All beginning levels are open to 9th grade students to request
regardless of experience level. Any student interested in
auditioning and/or providing a portfolio for consideration of a
higher level course (intermediate, proficient, advanced) should
speak with their counselor to coordinate this opportunity.
