Launch a web browser, such as Firefox or Chrome, and load the following address:

You’ll now see your class page “stream.” This is
what your students will see when they load your
Google Classroom. You'll note there’s a “tour”
available that will give you an overview of features.

There are two ways to get students to join your
class...

1. Look for the “Class Code” on the left. You
can share this code with students and ask
them to login to Google Classroom and choose
to join the class by entering the code.

2. Alternatively, you can click the “Students”

tab at the top middle and choose to invite students

through their WCPSS Google / email.
