This allows us to keep our staff safe and eventually your children
safe. We are also halting volunteering in the building until further notice.

Lunch Pickups

Zebulon Elementary will remain a lunch pickup location this year. Lunches will be served
from 10:45 AM — 12:45 PM. Beginning August 31 students will either need to be with the
parent picking up lunches or they will need the child's lunch number. Lunches will be
offered at no cost until August 31 and then students will need to pay the normal rate.
